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Pawling Farm was one of 
the Continental Army commissaries 
and the major campsite of the 
army after the troops shifted to 
outlying locations on June 9, 1778.
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Washington’s troops arrived 
December 19, 1777, over Gulph 
Road from Gulph Mills, southeast
of Valley Forge.
